MARIA GRACHVOGEL 

Celebrated London-based designer, Maria Grachvogel opens her new eponymous Singapore boutique at 
Palais Renaissance, offering a divine selection of pieces embodying cutting-edge design, intoxicating 
prints, beautiful fabrics and unrivalled cut. 
  
Founded in 1994, Maria Grachvogel remains an innovative British brand offering a unique blend of old 
world craftsmanship with an innovative approach to design. Emphasis is placed in pushing the boundaries 
of conventional methods of cutting and fitting, with fittings of each design done on a range of women to 
ensure the pieces really flatter a woman's body. All pieces with digital ‘Artwork Prints’ are also hand-painted 
by Grachvogel to sculpt the silhouette and create three-dimensional art on the body. Stunning pieces have 
been spotted on celebrities such as American singer Nicole Scherzinger, Irish presenter Laura Whitmore, 
and English actresses Camilla Rutherford and Laura Haddock. 
  
Based on the retail concept of the Maria Grachvogel Townhouse and Atelier located in London’s famous 
Chelsea neighbourhood, the brand’s Singapore outpost at Palais Renaissance is a light, airy intimate space 
with modern touches. Floor-to-ceiling glass panels surround the store, inviting passers-by to admire the 
inspiring prints the designer has become renowned for, while the changing area and all furniture are 
upholstered in Maria’s signature hand-painted Artwork print.

P5 

Offering premium contemporary brands in furniture and lighting, P5 was founded in 2009 and named after 
its original home at 5 Purvis Street. With glass walls and a light palette, the 700-square feet store is an 
intimate setting for tasteful, simple and well-crated furniture pieces sourced from all around the world, 
perfect for its loyal following of fans including architects, designers, collectors, and discerning homeowners. 
The store’s carefully curated portfolio of 25 American and European brands includes big names such as 
design company BassamFellows, French industrial designer Serge Mouille, Italian contemporary furniture 
brand Arflex, German furniture label e15, and customer favourite Piet Stockman, a renowned Belgian 
ceramic designer. 
  
Noteworthy pieces include the Artichoke Pendant Lamp in Copper, designed by Poul Henningsen for Louis 
Poulsen and the Sturm und Drang Mirror, designed by Piero Lissoni for Glas Italia. Made up of 72 copper 
“leaves” in twelve circular rows, the Artichoke Pendant Lamp is a classic masterpiece that allows the light 
source to be invisible from any angle, providing a glare-free light source. The Sturm und Drang Mirror is a 
magnificent mirror with a Murano glass frame, constructed through a complex hand-made production 
process, making each piece one of a kind. 
  
Prices at P5 begin at $350 for tableware to between $10,000 and $50,000 for sofas.

DEFRED JEWELLERS 
Jewellery aficionados will be delighted as luxury jewellery brand DeFRED Jewellers opens its doors at 
Palais. The 1485-square foot store boasts a breathtaking selection of fine jewellery and timepieces, in all of 
its dazzling glamour.  
 
The story of DeFRED Jewellers began with founder, chairman and designer Fred Ho, who was born into a 
family with vast experience in the jewellery trade. Ho demonstrated an artistic inclination at an early age of 
12, winning numerous art prizes in school, and prompting Ho’s father to pull him out of school to focus on 
his training within the family’s jewellery factory in Hong Kong. At age 18, Ho was sent to an arts school in 
New York to pursue formal training. Upon graduation, Ho abandoned the safe route of joining the family 
business in favour of venturing to Singapore to become a supplier of precious gems, before taking the bold 
leap to set up his own jewellery boutique, DeFRED Jewellers in 1984. 
 
A large opulent crystal chandelier frames the store’s main hall, providing an impressive conversation starter 
for guests, while soft lighting illuminates the intriguing curved display showcases, inspired by meandering 
streams. Solid teakwood sliding doors separate the main hall from a lavish private room, reserved 
exclusively for special customers.  
 
Eye-catching pieces from DeFRED Jewellers are often seen on the likes of local celebrities, society guests, 
and royalty from around the Asian region. A special piece to note is the Gifted Ring, an eye-catching 18K 
white gold ring shaped like a bow, with over 500 round brilliant cut pavé-set diamonds, totalling a 
remarkable 8.00 carats. This versatile design comes in various sizes. 
 
With an extensive knowledge on gemstones and a commitment to great customer service, Ho travels 
frequently to countries such as Brunei, Malaysia and Indonesia to take special orders in person from 
foreign clients, and regularly goes the extra mile in accompanying customers to countries such as Sri 
Lanka, Columbia and South Africa to source for the perfect stone.
